Our joy in the face of trials and our confidence 

in our future in the Kingdom of God prove the Resurrection. OR THEY DON'T.  

Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ has come to give us life, and that abundantly (John 

10:10). Do our lives bear witness to Jesus' Resurrection? Do our neighbors, friends, and co

-workers feel buoyed to believe in the Resurrection of the Lord because of how we live? 

Do they see in us the authentic joy that resides in the hearts of those who know that our 

enemies have been vanquished and that death has been trodden down? Or do they see us 

just as negative and worldly-minded as 

those who have no faith in the 

Resurrected Lord?  

I encourage each of you to pick up the 

Acts of the Apostles and read through 

the 28 chapters of this inspiring text this 

Paschaltide. You will not be the same 

when you are done.
